Tag Gardening

Concept hierarchies. 
Labeling of synonyms 
(establishing relations of 
equivalence). 
Labeling of generally related 
terms. 
Future aim: specific semantic 
relations (such as 
“is_opposite_of”) which can be 
freely defined by the user.

tagCare imports personal tags from different tagging platforms 
and allows to manage them centrally for better personal 
overview. This enables consistent use of a personal tagging 
vocabulary across applications.

This poster presents work in progress – tagCare is currently under development. A lot of work is still to be done 
and we are happy to discuss suggestions for improvements and realizations with an interested community!
Our future work will focus on: enabling searching and tagging out of tagCare across different platforms, tag 
suggestions and clustering, exchange of personal vocabularies among users, unique identification of meanings of 
tags, relation to current projects on tag ontologies, interoperability with other platforms, visualization of enhanced 
tag clouds and semantic relations.

Tag gardening comprises all activities of 
editing, re-engineering, manipulating or 
organizing tags – in order to make 
folksonomies more productive and effective. 
This may be: 

Elimination of spam tags (weeding).
Introduction of new  tags (seeding).
Semantic enrichment of structures.
Combinations with formal 
vocabularies (fertilizing).

Tag gardening may be applied to 
improve folksonomies as well as to 
broaden ontologies or other 
knowledge organization systems.
